WHY ALTERNATIVE DAILY  COVER?  
 

 Because of the cost to place six or more inches of dirt each day as a daily cover, and the 

value of air space that it consumes, many landfill sites are using Alternative Daily Cover.  

The savings in dirt hauling costs, and especially the value of air space, are very significant.  

Short term costs savings involved in switching to a fiber -based daily cover are immediate; 

the long term costs savings involved with extending the site, while longer to realize, are im-

mense.  

 

WHAT IS YOUR AIRSPACE WORTH?  

 
Landfill airspace is a valuable resource.  It is essentially the only thing a landfill has to 

sell.  In fact, you may think of your landfill as WASTE -MART; selling air space to safely 

store solid waste.  The value of your air-space is very critical to the landfill business.  Sev-

eral factors affect the value of air space at each landfill.  These include: 

 

 Type of Waste 

 Compact Density 

 Tipping Fee 

 Compaction of Active Site  

Earthmover Equipment; $450/ hour operating costs.
